Dear Shipmates;

Last Sunday for the children’s story I asked the kids about what they wanted to be when they were an adult.  I sensed I was being somewhat of an elitist in the possibilities of work.  To correct myself and the listeners are these words from Scot McKnight in his book “One. Life.”

“Imagine a world, Jesus tells us, where a man scatters seed on the ground, and whether he works or sleeps, that seed somehow germinates and grows and produces grain. And then he harvests it, and they can bake bread for the family and live another year. Very common story. Hardly worth thinking about.  Until Jesus gets a hold of it. Jesus wants his listeners to see that the kingdom of God is at work in the ordinariness of everyday life. God is at work, God is at work, God is at work—in the most ordinary of things we do. When we make that coffee at the café, when you teach those kids how to read, when you do that ordinary assignment, and when you carry about life in the only way you can because that’s the way life works—God is at work.”

Haiti Earthquake Recovery – One Year Later

To commemorate the one-year anniversary of the earthquake in Haiti that occurred January 12, 2010, The United Methodist Church is reminding people that much work remains to be done in Haiti. 
The United Methodist Church has a history of providing aid in Haiti, and has worked to establish schools, churches, clinics and other programs. United Methodist relief and recovery efforts began immediately following the deadly quake.  

In the past year, United Methodists have contributed more than $43 million for earthquake relief in Haiti.  

The United Methodist Committee on Relief addressed immediate needs for food, shelter, education, medical care, clean water and cholera education and prevention, and embarked upon a five-year earthquake relief and recovery program.  

From April to October 2010, over 80 United Methodist volunteers-in-mission teams traveled to Haiti and nearly 180 are scheduled to go this year.  

United Methodist churches all over the U.S. have reached out to Haiti in various ways, from assembling health kits to holding fundraisers to building mobile medical clinics.

 Brookfield UMC contributed $653.13 to the Haiti Disaster fund.
