Shared Ministry Announcement:

Brookfield-Coalburg-Hubbard-Masury UMC

March 27, 2011

Bishop John Hopkins is planning to appoint at Annual Conference the Reverend Ray Ake (FE, Coalburg/Masury Charge) as lead pastor and Bill Johnson (FLE, Brookfield UMC) and Dan Yargo (PLP, Hubbard UMC) in a creative configuration called a Shared Ministry Team according to paragraph 205.3 in the Book of Discipline.  This innovative model is designed for Pastor Ake, as presiding elder and lead Pastor, in working with Pastor Bill and Pastor Dan, to help develop, share and resource all four churches with his new church start, congregational development, and spiritual leadership for the mission field in the north-east area of the Mahoning Valley District.  The other general assets between the four churches would emerge in an emerging vision of a shared ministry/cooperative ministry called “Living Water” (or some other named determined by the team) focused on common ministry to the community and mission field that surround all four churches.  We believe this is the best possible use of resources for the deployment of a pastor, the possibilities for Spirit-filled congregations and the great mission field to which they have been called.

Even though there are unlimited shared possibilities of doing innovative and mutual ministry, there is also, in this arrangement, the autonomy of remaining four separate churches in three distinct charges.  Each church will remain its own chartered status as a United Methodist Church and maintain its own structure of Staff/Pastor Parish Relations (Coalburg/Masury will have a charge PPRC), Trustees, Finance, Nominations or Leadership Development and a Council.  Each church will be independently responsible for its own facility and operation with an expanded potential to share spiritual resources with the world around them.  The field is ripe for harvesting and with this innovative model of ministry being developed, God’s love can be proclaimed into the mission field.  Together, with a team ministry approach, under Pastor Ake’s leadership, and the dedication of Pastor Johnson and Pastor Yargo, to their respective congregations, WE might find new and imaginative ways for the love of Jesus Christ to be shared and “to make and mature disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world.”
